1. General information
The National Government Constituencies Development Fund (NG-CDF) formerly Constituencies Development Fund (CDF), is established by and derives its authority and accountability from the NG-CDF Act 2015 (amended 2023). The NG-CDF is wholly owned by the Government of Kenya and is domiciled in Kenya. The NG-CDF xxx Constituency principal activity is xxxx.

2. Statement of Compliance and Basis of Preparation
The financial statements have been prepared on a historical cost basis except for the measurement at re-valued amounts of certain items of property, plant and equipment, marketable securities and financial instruments at fair value, impaired assets at their estimated recoverable amounts and actuarially determined liabilities at their present value. The preparation of financial statements in conformity with Transitional International Public Sector Accounting Standards (IPSAS) allows the use of estimates and assumptions. It also requires management to exercise judgment in the process of applying the NG-CDF’s accounting policies. The areas involving a higher degree of judgment or complexity, or where assumptions and estimates are significant to the financial statements, are disclosed in Note 5 of these financial statements.
The financial statements have been prepared in accordance with the Public Finance Management (PFM Act), and Transitional International Public Sector Accounting Standards (IPSAS). The NGCDF XXX has taken advantage of the transitional provisions under IPSAS 33 and adopted a phased approach. Accordingly, this is the second year transitional financial statement.
In the first year of transition, the NGCDF XXX recognized all financial assets, including cash and cash equivalents held in the operational Account, Deposit Account and PMCs Account; receivables (amount due from the board and other parties); prepayments, Property, plant and equipment (PPE) and intangible Assets acquired during the financial year 2023/2024 up to the reporting date. Liabilities recognized include trade and other payables, third-party deposits, and employee benefit obligations.
In addition to what was reported in the previous year’s financial statement, the NGCDF XXX has reported all the non-financial assets acquired in the current financial year and all the inventory. Subsequently, all other non-financial assets acquired prior to the 2023/2024 financial year will be recognized in the third year of the transitional period, after the necessary identification and valuation processes have been completed.
The financial statements have been prepared and presented in Kenya Shillings, which is the functional and reporting currency of the NG-CDF. The financial statements have been prepared in accordance with the PFM Act, the NGCDF Act (include any other applicable legislation), and International Public Sector Accounting Standards (IPSAS). The accounting policies adopted have been consistently applied to all the years presented.

4. Summary of Significant Accounting Policies
a) Revenue recognition
i) Revenue from non-exchange transactions 
Transfers from other government entities
Revenues from non-exchange transactions with other government entities are measured at fair value and recognized on obtaining control of the asset (cash, goods, services and property) if the transfer is free from conditions and it is probable that the economic benefits or service potential related to the asset will flow to the Fund and can be measured reliably. To the extent that there is a related condition attached that would give rise to a liability to repay the amount, the amount is recorded in the statement of financial position and realized in the statement of financial performance upon fulfilling the conditions set. Revenue shall be recognized after allocations have been approved by the NG-CDF Board.
ii)  Revenue from exchange transactions 
Sale of goods
Revenue from the sale of goods is recognized when the significant risks and rewards of ownership have been transferred to the buyer, usually on delivery of the goods and when the amount of revenue can be measured reliably, and it is probable that the economic benefits or service potential associated with the transaction will flow to the Entity.
Finance income
Interest income is accrued using the effective yield method. The effective yield discounts estimated future cash receipts through the expected life of the financial asset to that asset’s net carrying amount. The method applies this yield to the principal outstanding to determine interest income each period.
Rental income
Rental income arising from operating leases on investment properties is accounted for on a straight-line basis over the lease terms and included in revenue.



b) Budget information 
The original budget was approved by Parliament on xx June 20xx for the period 1st July 20XX to 30th June 20XX as required by law. Included in the adjustments are Cash book opening balance, AIA generated during the year and constituency allocations not yet disbursed at the beginning of the financial year.
A comparison of the actual performance against the final budget for the financial year under review has been included in the financial statements. 
The financial statements are prepared on an accrual basis using a classification based on the nature of expenses in the statement of financial performance, whereas the budget is prepared on a cash basis. The amounts in the financial statements were recast from the accrual basis to the cash basis and reclassified by presentation to be on the same basis as the approved budget. A comparison of budget and actual amounts, prepared on a comparable basis to the approved budget, is then presented in the statement of comparison of budget and actual amounts. In addition to the Basis difference, adjustments to amounts in the financial statements are also made for differences in the formats and classification schemes adopted for the presentation of the financial statements and the approved budget. A statement to reconcile the actual amounts on a comparable basis included in the statement of comparison of budget and actual amounts and the actuals as per the statement of financial cash flows has been presented.

c) Property, plant and equipment 
Recognition and Measurement 
The Entity’s Property, Plant, and Equipment (PPE) are tangible items held for use in the production or supply of goods and services, for rental to others, or for administrative purposes, and are expected to be used for more than one reporting period.
An item of PPE is recognized as an asset if, and only if:
· It's probable that the future economic benefits or service potential associated with the item will flow to the entity.
· The cost or fair value of the item can be measured reliably.
Items acquired through non-exchange transactions (e.g., donations) are measured at their deemed cost, which is the fair value at the date of acquisition. For all other acquisitions, initial measurement is at cost, which includes all expenses directly attributable to bringing the asset to the location and condition necessary for it to be capable of operating in the manner intended by management. 
The entity has adopted the Historical cost model for the subsequent measurement of its PPE. Under this model, after initial recognition, an asset is carried at its cost less any accumulated depreciation and accumulated impairment losses.
Depreciation and Impairment
The entity applies the reducing balance method of depreciation, as it best reflects the pattern of the asset's consumption of its future economic benefits or service potential. Depreciation begins when the asset is available for use and ceases at the earlier of the date the asset is classified as held for sale or the date of derecognition. The depreciable amount is the cost of the asset less its residual value. The residual value and the useful life of an asset are reviewed at least at each annual reporting date. The table below indicates the various classes of assets and the depreciation rates.

Impairment: The entity assesses at each reporting date whether there is any indication that an asset may be impaired. If an indication exists, the recoverable amount of the asset is estimated. An impairment loss is recognized immediately in the statement of financial performance.
An item of property, plant, and equipment is derecognized upon disposal or when no future economic benefits are expected to arise from the continued use of the asset. The gain or loss arising on the disposal or retirement of an asset is determined as the difference between the sales proceeds and the carrying amount of the asset and is recognized in the statement of financial performance.

d) Right-of-Use (ROU) Assets
A right-of-use asset represents the entity’s right to use an underlying leased asset over the lease term. At the commencement date of a lease, the entity recognizes a right-of-use asset and a lease liability, except for short-term leases and leases of low-value assets as allowed under IPSAS 43.

Recognition
The entity recognizes a right-of-use asset at the lease commencement date. The right-of-use asset is initially measured at cost, which comprises:
· The amount of the initial lease liability.
· Any lease payments made at or before the commencement date, less any lease incentives received;
· Any initial direct costs incurred; and
· An estimate of the costs to be incurred in dismantling and removing the underlying asset or restoring the site.

Measurement
Right-of-use assets are initially measured at cost. After initial recognition, right-of-use assets are measured using the cost model, where the asset is carried at: Cost less accumulated depreciation, and any accumulated impairment losses. Right-of-use assets are depreciated on a straight-line basis over the shorter of the lease term or the useful life of the underlying asset.

Depreciation of right-of-use assets is charged to expenditure in accordance with the entity’s depreciation policy applicable to owned assets of the same class. Right-of-use assets are assessed for impairment in accordance with IPSAS 21 – Impairment of Non-Cash-Generating Assets or IPSAS 26 – Impairment of Cash-Generating Assets, as applicable.


e) Lease Liability

The lease liability is measured at the present value of lease payments that are not paid at that date. The lease payments have been discounted using the interest rate implicit in the lease, and the rate can be readily determined. If the rate cannot be readily determined, the entity uses the incremental borrowing rate. 

Subsequently, the lease liability is measured at amortized cost using the effective interest method and reduced by lease payments. Interest expense is recognized in the statement of financial performance. 



f) Intangible assets 
Intangible assets acquired separately are initially recognized at cost. The cost of intangible assets acquired in a non-exchange transaction is their fair value at the date of the exchange. Following initial recognition, intangible assets are carried at cost less any accumulated amortization and accumulated impairment losses. Internally generated intangible assets, excluding capitalized development costs, are not capitalized and expenditure is reflected in surplus or deficit in the period in which the expenditure is incurred. The useful life of the intangible assets is assessed as either finite or indefinite. Intangible assets with an indefinite useful life are assessed for impairment at each reporting date. The amortization rate for the intangible assets has been applied at 30% for NG CDF XXX.

g) Inventories
Inventory is measured at cost upon initial recognition. To the extent that inventory was received through non-exchange transactions (for no cost or for a nominal cost), the cost of the inventory is its fair value at the date of acquisition. Costs incurred in bringing each product to its present location and conditions are accounted for, as follows:
i) Raw materials: purchase cost using the weighted average cost method.
ii) Finished goods and work in progress: cost of direct materials and labour and a proportion of manufacturing overheads based on the normal operating capacity but excluding borrowing costs.
After initial recognition, inventory is measured at the lower of cost and net realizable value. However, to the extent that a class of inventory is distributed or deployed at no charge or for a nominal charge, that class of inventory is measured at the lower of cost and current replacement cost. Net realizable value is the estimated selling price in the ordinary course of operations, less the estimated costs of completion and the estimated costs necessary to make the sale, exchange, or distribution. Inventories are recognized as an expense when deployed for utilization or consumption in the ordinary course of operations of the NG CDF XXX.


h) Financial instruments 
IPSAS 41 addresses the classification, measurement and de-recognition of financial assets and financial liabilities, introduces new rules for hedge accounting and a new impairment model for financial assets. The entity does not have any hedge relationships and therefore the new hedge accounting rules have no impact on the Company’s financial statements. (amend as appropriate). A financial instrument is any contract that gives rise to a financial asset of one entity and a financial liability or equity instrument of another entity. At initial recognition, the entity measures a financial asset or financial liability at its fair value plus or minus, in the case of a financial asset or financial liability not at fair value through surplus or deficit, transaction costs that are directly attributable to the acquisition or issue of the financial asset or financial liability.

a) Financial assets
Classification of financial assets
The entity classifies its financial assets as subsequently measured at amortised cost, fair value through net assets/ equity or fair value through surplus and deficit on the basis of both the entity’s management model for financial assets and the contractual cash flow characteristics of the financial asset. A financial asset is measured at amortized cost when the financial asset is held within a management model whose objective is to hold financial assets in order to collect contractual cash flows and the contractual terms of the financial asset give rise on specified dates to cash flows that are solely payments of principal and interest on the principal outstanding. A financial asset is measured at fair value through net assets/ equity if it is held within the management model whose objective is achieved by both collecting contractual cashflows and selling financial assets and the contractual terms of the financial asset give rise on specified dates to cash flows that are solely payments of principal and interest on the principal amount outstanding. A financial asset shall be measured at fair value through surplus or deficit unless it is measured at amortized cost or fair value through net assets/ equity unless an entity has made irrevocable election at initial recognition for particular investments in equity instruments.

Subsequent measurement 
Based on the business model and the cash flow characteristics, the entity classifies its financial assets into amortized cost or fair value categories for financial instruments. Movements in fair value are presented in either surplus or deficit or through net assets/ equity subject to certain criteria being met.

Amortized cost
Financial assets that are held for collection of contractual cash flows where those cash flows represent solely payments of principal and interest, and that are not designated at fair value through surplus or deficit, are measured at amortized cost. A gain or loss on an instrument that is subsequently measured at amortized cost and is not part of a hedging relationship is recognized in profit or loss when the asset is de-recognized or impaired. Interest income from these financial assets is included in finance income using the effective interest rate method.

Fair value through net assets/ equity
Financial assets that are held for collection of contractual cash flows and for selling the financial assets, where the assets’ cash flows represent solely payments of principal and interest, are measured at fair value through net assets/ equity. Movements in the carrying amount are taken through net assets, except for the recognition of impairment gains or losses, interest revenue and foreign exchange gains and losses which are recognized in surplus/deficit. Interest income from these financial assets is included in finance income using the effective interest rate method.

Trade and other receivables
Trade and other receivables are recognized at fair values less allowances for any uncollectible amounts. Trade and other receivables are assessed for impairment on a continuing basis. An estimate is made of doubtful receivables based on a review of all outstanding amounts at the year end. 

Fair value through surplus or deficit 
Financial assets that do not meet the criteria for amortized cost or fair value through net assets/ equity are measured at fair value through surplus or deficit. A business model where the entity manages financial assets with the objective of realizing cash flows through solely the sale of the assets would result in a fair value through surplus or deficit model.

Impairment
The entity assesses, on a forward-looking basis, the expected credit loss (‘ECL’) associated with its financial assets carried at amortized cost and fair value through net assets/equity. The entity recognizes a loss allowance for such losses at each reporting date. Critical estimates and significant judgments made by management in determining the expected credit loss (ECL) are set out in Note xx


b) Financial liabilities
Classification
The entity classifies its liabilities as subsequently measured at amortized cost except for financial liabilities measured through profit or loss.

i) Contingent liabilities
The Entity does not recognize a contingent liability but discloses details of any contingencies in the notes to the financial statements, unless the possibility of an outflow of resources embodying economic benefits or service potential is remote.

j) Contingent assets
The Entity does not recognize a contingent asset but discloses details of a possible asset whose existence is contingent on the occurrence or non-occurrence of one or more uncertain future events not wholly within the control of the Entity in the notes to the financial statements. Contingent assets are assessed continually to ensure that developments are appropriately reflected in the financial statements. If it has become virtually certain that an inflow of economic benefits or service potential will arise and the asset’s value can be measured reliably, the asset and the related revenue are recognized in the financial statements of the period in which the change occurs.

k) Employee benefits 
Retirement benefit plans
The Entity provides retirement benefits for its employees and directors. Defined contribution plans are post-employment benefit plans under which an Entity pays fixed contributions into a separate Entity (a fund) and will have no legal or constructive obligation to pay further contributions if the fund does not hold sufficient assets to pay all employee benefits relating to employee service in the current and prior periods. The contributions to fund obligations for the payment of retirement benefits are charged against income in the year in which they become payable. Defined benefit plans are post-employment benefit plans other than defined-contribution plans. The defined benefit funds are actuarially valued tri-annually on the projected unit credit method basis. Deficits identified are recovered through lump sum payments or increased future contributions on proportional basis to all participating employers. The contributions and lump sum payments reduce the post-employment benefit obligation. 

l) Foreign currency transactions 
Transactions in foreign currencies are initially accounted for at the ruling rate of exchange on the date of the transaction. Trade creditors or debtors denominated in foreign currency are reported at the statement of financial position reporting date by applying the exchange rate on that date. Exchange differences arising from the settlement of creditors, or from the reporting of creditors at rates different from those at which they were initially recorded during the period, are recognized as income or expenses in the period in which they arise.

m) Related parties 
The Entity regards a related party as a person or an Entity with the ability to exert control individually or jointly or to exercise significant influence over the Entity, or vice versa. 

n) Cash and Cash Equivalents
Cash and cash equivalents comprise cash on hand and cash at bank, short-term deposits on call, and highly liquid investments with an original maturity of three months or less, which are readily convertible to known amounts of cash and are subject to an insignificant risk of changes in value. Bank account balances include amounts held at various commercial banks at the end of the financial year. 

o) Comparative figures

p) Subsequent events

36. Financial Risk Management
The Entity’s activities expose it to a variety of financial risks including credit and liquidity risks and effects of changes in foreign currency. i) Credit risk
The Entity has exposure to credit risk, which is the risk that a counterparty will be unable to pay amounts in full when due. Credit risk arises from cash and cash equivalents, and deposits with banks, as well as trade and other receivables and available-for-sale financial investments. Management assesses the credit quality of each customer, taking into account its financial position, past experience and other factors. Individual risk limits are set based on internal or external assessment in accordance with limits set by the directors. The amounts presented in the statement of financial position are net of allowances for doubtful receivables, estimated by the Entity’s management based on prior experience and their assessment of the current economic environment.

iii) Market risk
The Entity has put in place an internal audit function to assist it in assessing the risk faced by the Entity on an ongoing basis, evaluate and test the design and effectiveness of its internal accounting and operational controls. Market risk is the risk arising from changes in market prices, such as interest rate, equity prices and foreign exchange rates which will affect the Entity’s income or the value of its holding of financial instruments. The objective of market risk management is to manage and control market risk exposures within acceptable parameters, while optimising the return. Overall responsibility for managing market risk rests with the Audit and Risk Management Committee. The Entity’s Finance Department is responsible for the development of detailed risk management policies (subject to review and approval by Audit and Risk Management Committee) and for the day-to-day implementation of those policies. There has been no change to the Entity’s exposure to market risks or the way it manages and measures the risk.
a) Foreign currency risk

The Entity has transactional currency exposures. Such exposure arises through purchases of goods and services that are done in currencies other than the local currency. Invoices denominated in foreign currencies are paid after 30 days from the date of the invoice and conversion at the time of payment is done using the prevailing exchange rate. The Entity manages foreign exchange risk form future commercial transactions and recognised assets and liabilities by projecting for expected sales proceeds and matching the same with expected payments. b) Interest rate risk
Interest rate risk is the risk that the Entity’s financial condition may be adversely affected as a result of changes in interest rate levels. The Entity’s interest rate risk arises from bank deposits. This exposes the Entity to cash flow interest rate risk. The interest rate risk exposure arises mainly from interest rate movements on the Entity’s deposits. 

Management of interest rate risk
To manage the interest rate risk, management has endeavoured to bank with institutions that offer favourable interest rates.



Sensitivity analysis
The Entity analyses its interest rate exposure on a dynamic basis by conducting a sensitivity analysis. This involves determining the impact on profit or loss of defined rate shifts. The sensitivity analysis for interest rate risk assumes that all other variables, in particular foreign exchange rates, remain constant. The analysis has been performed on the same basis as the prior year. Using the end of the year figures, the sensitivity analysis indicates the impact on the statement of comprehensive income if current floating interest rates increase/decrease by one percentage point as a decrease/increase of Kes xxx (Current FY: Kes xxx). · Level 2 – Inputs other than quoted prices included within Level 1 that are observable for the asset or liability, either directly (that is, as prices) or indirectly (that is, derived from prices).
· Level 3 – inputs for the asset or liability that are not based on observable market data (unobservable inputs). This level includes equity investments and debt instruments with significant unobservable components. This hierarchy requires the use of observable market data when available. The Entity considers relevant and observable market prices in its valuations where possible.
